BACKGROUND

The Short-Term Expert will work as part of the implementation team for the European Union
grant-funded project “EU Support for Rule of Law” in the Republic of North Macedonia. The
project is being implemented by an experienced international partnership led by the Agency
for European Integration and Economic Development GmbH and three Co-Applicants - the
Ministry of Justice and Administration of the Republic of Croatia, the Ministry of Interior of the
Republic of Austria and the Ludwig Boltzmann Institute of Fundamental and Human Rights.
The overall objective of the project is to strengthen the rule of law in the Republic of North
Macedonia

The work will be carried out under Component 3 - Improving the prevention and fight against
Corruption. One of the expected results in this component is to improve the enforcement of
the law on lobbying and restrictions of gifts. One activity within this result is dedicated to
developing ICT tools in support of the Law on Lobbying.

ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

The Short-term ICT Expert will develop a web submission tool for registration, changes to
registrations and de-registration as well as a public registry and a “connection between
registration and the registry”. Moreover a red-flag system will be developed based on the
information provided by staff of the SCPC.

The Short-term ICT Expert will report directly to the Component Leader for Component 3 and
the International Technical ICT Expert. The development of the ICT tools should be synced
with the development of other registers existing in the SCPC or those in process of being
developed. This will allow for a similar design and provide user friendly tools for the SCPC
staff working with several registers.
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Expert will hold weekly meetings. The purpose of these meetings is to closely follow the work
of the Expert and stay informed on any issues that need to be addressed by the SCPC.

EXPECTED RESULTS

The Short-term ICT Expert will, in the first phase, develop a test version of the tools for
registration, changes to the application and de-registration. This version will be tested by pilot
institutions and SCPC. In the second stage, in addition to finalising the development of the
test versions, test version of the registry and the red flag system will be made. Finally the fully
developed application will be tested and finalised.
