The Republic of North Macedonia has received financing from the World Bank toward the cost of the Primary Education Improvement Project and intends to apply part of the proceeds for the following consulting services: Impact Evaluation Specialist for the Extended School Stay (Whole Day School-WDS Model) in Primary Schools. 

The objective of the assignment is to conduct an impact evaluation of the extended school stay (WDS Model) in primary schools in North Macedonia, with the aim to assess (i) the impact of after-school clubs and activities on students’ academic performance and motivation; (ii) the effect on students’ well-being (social skills, self-confidence, satisfaction with school life); (iii) the influence on parents’ time management, engagement, and satisfaction; (iv) the effect on teachers’ professional development, skills, and motivation; and (v) the overall contribution of the WDS model to teaching and learning quality, school effectiveness, and student performance at national and international levels.
