1. The Republic of North Macedonia has received financing from the World Bank toward the cost of the Local Roads Connectivity Project - P170267 and intends to apply part of the proceeds toward payments under the contract for Procurement of Road Maintenance Equipment. 
2. The Ministry of Transport now invites sealed Bids from eligible Bidders for Procurement of Road Maintenance Equipment. The equipment will be provided for the eight municipalities, as representatives of all eight regions of the country. The tender is divided into 4 (four) Lots – 4 (four) contracts.
The provision of required goods and services include Multifunctional urban maintenance vehicle with combined loading mechanism, Multifunctional urban maintenance vehicle with rear loading mechanism, Multifunctional urban maintenance vehicle (without mechanism), Special trucks Sprinklers and Street Sweepers, divided into 4 (four) lots as follows:

Lot 1 - Multifunctional Vehicles for Urban Maintenance with mechanism;
Lot 2 - Multifunctional Vehicles for Urban Maintenance with and without mechanism;
Lot 3 – Special trucks Sprinklers, and
Lot 4 - Street sweepers.

The required equipment, specified in the Detailed Technical Specifications have to be delivered in R. N. Macedonia at the locations which will be précised two weeks before deadline for delivering provided by the Purchaser. Document with “Final places for delivery “will be sent to the successful bidders prior to deadline for delivery. The required equipment should be delivered on the Final Destination to the End Users/Beneficiaries - Municipalities in accordance with the quantities specified in the Technical Specification. 
3. Bidding will be conducted through national competitive procurement using a Request for Bids (RFB) as specified in the World Bank’s “Procurement Regulations for IPF Borrowers” dated July 2016, revised November 2017, August 2018, November 2020, September 2023, and February 2025 ("World Bank Procurement Regulations"), and is open to all eligible Bidders as defined in the Procurement Regulations.

All interested eligible Bidders must submit an application via e-mail with contact details for their companies including contact e-mail address after downloading the SPN Specific Procurement Notice from the listed websites, to announce that they intend to participate in the bidding process and to obtain the Bidding Document- RFB.
6. Due to expected large size of the Bids, Bids must be submitted AS ONE (1) PDF password protected file only through Swiss Transfer: https://swisstransfer.com// or WeTransfer: https://wetransfer.com/. Link from Swiss Transfer and WeTransfer for downloading of each Bid must be submitted only by e-mail to all above-listed e-mail addresses on or before February 24, 2026, 11:00 a.m. Receipt of each e-mail with a link for downloading the Bid (and successful downloading of the Bid) will be immediately confirmed. Late Bids will be rejected. Within one hour after the Bid submission deadline, Bidders must send the password of their password-protected bids only by e-mail to all three specified e-mail addresses above. Bids will be publicly opened through Video Conference in the premises of the Ministry of Transport, “Square Crvena Skopska Opstina”, No. 4, 1000 Skopje, in the presence of the Bidders’ designated representatives and anyone who chooses to follow the bids opening only by video link. Bid opening will start one hour after the bid submission deadline. Minutes of Bid opening shall be shared with all bidders electronically by email. Detailed instructions for submission of Bids are presented in the Bidding Document- RFB.
7. All Bids must be accompanied by a Bid-Securing Declaration.
8. Attention is drawn to the Procurement Regulations requiring the Borrower to disclose information on the successful bidder’s beneficial ownership, as part of the Contract Award Notice, using the Beneficial Ownership Disclosure Form as included in the bidding document.
